but Focus Remains
In November, 2007, Mary El-
len Van Dyke stepped down as
Executive Director of Wexford
Habitat for Humanity in order to
take on a new position with new
challenges, but the changes she
instituted continue to bring pos-
M itive and farreaching results.
8 In 2004, Mary Ellen started
working part-time for Wexford
Habitat for Humanity in a small
8l office in downtown Cadillac.

Although there were many en-
thusiastic volunteers, the chapter was only able to build about one
house a year. Under Mary Ellen’s careful guidance, the organiza-
tion grew at a rapid pace. By the end of 2007, we were able to
build 2 to 3 houses per year, we had a fully operating ReStore with
several employees, we had acquired our very own delivery truck,
and Mary Ellen’s job had expanded to full time.

In December 2007, Scott Powell took over the reins as Executive
Director. Although Wexford Habitat was sad to lose Van Dyke, it
was excited about the enthusi-
asm and experience that Scott
brought to the job. Under Scott’s
leadership, the relationship be-
tween Wexford Habitat for Hu-
manity and the local community
was strengthened further. In a
recent editorial, Scott described
8 the accomplishments of the
| summer “If one word could de-
scribe what has transpired with
Wexford Habitat over this sum-
mer, it would be COMMUNITY.

Wexford Habitat has connected with over a dozen churches in this
COMMUNITY who have made a commitment to work alongside
this ministry and to build houses and hope with Wexford Habi-
tat’s Partner Families. Local churches have built walls and stood
trusses, raised funds and provided build day meals, shingled roofs
and in the coming weeks will finish the construction of a home in
Cadillac.” During the summer, Wexford Habitat for Humanity also
worked with another individual who provided leadership for Habi-
tat. Matt Metzer, as an Americorp Participant, helped make those
connections with area churches.

In August of 2008, Scott Powell left Wexford Habitat for Humanity
to “pursue a position in higher education and further his graduate
studies,” so the chapter was once again searching for new leader-
ship. Wextord Habitat for Humanity is happy to introduce its new-
est Executive Director, Debra
Maxey. Non-profit groups are
not new for Deb; she spent
fourteen years with a non-profit
group in Lansing representing
public school employees and
retirees.  She also worked in

This organization has made dreams come true for many families
and makes an enormous impact on the community. [ am com-
